General criteria considered in grant applications:

1.   Students must have applied to study abroad through the Office of Global Education.

2.	Students must have a 3.0/4.0 or higher GPA.

3.	Students must show a commitment to language study, service to others, social justice and international 	development. 

4.	Importance placed on study in the following geographical areas: Africa, Asia, Central and Eastern Europe, and Latin America. Other geographical areas will also be considered.

Application Requirements and Provisions:

I.	A completed application must be submitted to OGE and should include the following:
			1. An essay describing interest and commitment to issues of social justice, international 				    development, or advanced language study.
			2. A vita describing work and volunteer history.
		3. Two faculty references in sealed and signed envelopes.
		4.  Statement of intent to participate in Office of Global Education outreach 
		     upon returning to the University.
II.	No student will be awarded more than one OGE grant.
III.	Amount of awards may vary depending upon length of proposed program of study program, study 	site and financial aid rules and regulations.
IV.	Awards are contingent upon participation in the program for which a student has applied.
V. Grant recipients are expected to participate in Office of Global Education outreach efforts upon their return to campus.
