· Support for student volunteer experiences:  Reimbursement of expenses between $500 and $1500.
· Other experiential learning experiences as funding permits.

To apply for the funding please electronically submit the following documents:

· Resume
· Unofficial transcript
· Please provide, as a separate document, a short statement indicating why you are applying for the funding and what you hope to get out of the experience.
· Summary of anticipated expenses (travel, housing, and living expenses). Proof of student payment (receipts) will be required. 


Please review the below important information before submitting documents:

· Students must be in good academic standing in order to be considered by the selection committee for funding.

· A student’s grade point average is a consideration in the amount of funding that will be provided.

· Tuition is not reimbursable.

· Travel to and from the institution is the only travel that can be considered for reimbursement. 

· Receipt of funds may be taxable subject to IRS regulations and applicable law. Any applicable tax document(s) will be provided at the end of the tax year in accordance with IRS guidelines. Students and families are advised to consult with a tax advisor about the potential tax consequences and are solely responsible for any such applicable taxes.

· Funding is only available for one experience. Students are unable to submit applications for multiple experiential learning experiences.
